A Classroom of Love and Prayer

Each Spring, LAMP Ministries schedules its
LAMPcafé ministry so that seminarians of St.
Joseph’s Seminary can work with them in their
ministry of sharing food and faith with the poor.
For many of the men, this is a new experience.
They are not merely serving meals, they are
relating to, praying with, and bearing witness to
those who come to the canteen truck hungry for
sustenance and for Christ’s words and presence.

For the past five years, we have
brought our Postulant Sisters to volunteer
with LAMPcafé on a monthly basis. Within
our own Community, we run soup kitchens
and food pantries and have daily contact with
the materially poor. Serving with LAMP gave
our Sisters the opportunity to step out of our
familiar apostolates and to engage with and
evangelize Christ’s beloved poor in a
different setting. In the training we received
before volunteering, Ed Greene shared with
us the beautiful insight that every time the
Gospel is shared with the poor, it is a sign of
the presence of Christ’s kingdom: “The poor
have the good news proclaimed to them” Sr. Mary Pieta, CFR, (1) and a Postulant (r) visit and
